Format: Two Man Better Ball

1.) Each player plays his own ball.

2.) Record the team’s best ball score, Gross and Net. Your scorecard will be marked according to your

tournament handicap.

3.) Handicaps will be determined by taking 80% of the player’s tournament handicap.

4.) All other USGA and local rules will apply.

Friday, July 17th, 2009 - All Courses

Format: Two Man Alternate Shot (Modified Pinehurst Scotch)

1.) Both partners will hit a tee shot and select a ball to play thereafter.

2.) The player whose drive is not selected will hit the second shot and the team will alternate shots

until the ball is holed.

3.) Total Gross score for the 18 holes, less 40% of your combined tournament handicap, will be your

Net score. (Record your Gross scores and deduct your assigned handicap from your total Gross to

determine your Net score.)

4.) All other USGA and local rules will apply.

Saturday, July 18th, 2009 - All Courses

Format: Two Man Captain’s Choice

1.) Both players will hit every shot and select a ball to play thereafter. After the best shot is selected by the

team members, the other ball may be placed within a grip length of where the chosen ball lay, not nearer

the hole and not on the putting green. On the putting green the other ball must be placed on the spot where

the chosen ball lay.

2.) Total gross for the eighteen holes less 30% of your combined tournament handicap will be your

Net score. (Record your Gross scores and deduct the assigned handicap from your total scores to

determine your Net scores.)

3.) All other USGA and local rules will apply.

* Scorecards must be returned to the course of play immediately upon completion of the round. Teams

are subject to disqualification if they do not turn in their scorecards at the course on which they play.

Player Information
Cancellations & Refunds
All cancellations must be received in writing at the tournament office. Requests are accepted via fax, mail or email only. Full refunds

less a $25 processing fee will be provided for cancellations received at the tournament office in Myrtle Beach, SC by 5:00 p.m. on July

1, 2009. Cancellations received after that date, but before 7:00 p.m. on July 6, 2009 will be refunded $450. No refunds, regardless of

circumstance, will be provided after July 9, 2009. The Tournament is not responsible for lost or misdirected refund requests. Please

allow two to four weeks for the processing of refund requests.

Additionally, one round of tournament play will constitute a completed tournament in the event of prolonged inclement weather. No

refunds or exchanges will be made if the tournament is cancelled or shortened due to weather, nature or act of God.

Handicaps
Handicaps for the National Father and Son Team Classic were determined by taking contestant’s USGA Index and converting it to a

course handicap using the Grande Dunes Resort Club handicap conversion table. In some cases handicap indexes were assigned by

the committee based on recent scorecards and other information submitted by contestants. We used 80% of that handicap to establish

your individual handicap for the first day format: the team handicap is the total of both player’s tournament handicaps. If needed, the

tournament committee has authority over all handicap adjustments during competition.

Seniors (ages 60 and over) and Juniors (ages 12 and under) use tees that will be about 5600 yards. All other participants will

play men’s tees, about 6300 yards.

Inclement Weather
Every effort will be made to complete each day’s event. There is always a chance of thundershowers and suspension of play. Please

remain at your assigned golf course during suspension of play. The professional staff at that site will keep you advised. Play will

resume as soon as it is safe to return to the golf course. In the case of a cancelled round, continue with next day’s assigned course.

Completion of at least one round will constitute final tournament results.

Tie Breakers
In the event of a tie within a flight for either Gross or Net prizes, there will be a match of cards. There will be no playoff for Overall

Gross and Net National Champions; all ties for Overall Gross and Net National Champions will be awarded Championship honors.

Father & Son Skills Challenge / Demo Alley
The Father & Son Skills Challenge will be held at Grande Dunes Resort Club on Thursday and Friday from 2:00 pm to 6:00 pm. This

is a team event that will test each player’s golfing and shot making skills. Demo Alley will feature an all-star line up of vendors show-

casing new lines of equipment for you to test drive.

Teams with father’s last name beginning with L-Z compete at the Martin’s PGA TOUR Superstore Myrtle Beach loca-

tion and teams with father’s last name beginning with A-K compete at the Martin’s PGA TOUR Superstore North Myrtle Beach loca-

tion.
